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Nearly all of the British Columbia and Alberta are expected to experience near normal 

temperatures, the exception will be found in extreme southern areas of the provinces 

where temperature will be above normal. The eastern half of the area should look for 

unseasonable cooler temperature for much of the month. Wetter than normal conditions 

in the west while near normal rainfall is expected in Saskatchewan, Manitoba and western 

Ontario.
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*   THREATENING CONDITIONS   WARMER THAN NORMAL
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A warming trend with highs ranging from the 

upper teens to low 20's and overnight lows 

from 5 to 8°C. Generally dry early, but by mid 

week moderate to heavy rainfall is possible for 

northern areas while southern areas of the 

province should experience showers late in 

the week.

Moderate rainfall is possible in northern areas 

of the province during the first half of the 

week, while southern areas should look for 

only isolated showers. Temperatures cool by 

mid week with highs falling into the mid teens, 

but rebound into the 20s by the weekend.

Above normal temperatures for much of the 

week, highs are expected to be in the upper 

teens to low 20's, but by the weekend 

temperatures cool significantly with the highs 

only reach into the single digits and a chance 

for overnight lows to fall below zero. 

Generally dry with only occasional rain 

showers during the week.

A cold and wet week  with isolated rain 

showers for much of the period and a chance 

for heavier rainfall near mid week. 

Temperatures are cooler than normal with 

the highs in the low to mid teens and a strong 

possibility that overnight lows could fall below 

freezing.

A general warming trend with temperatures 

in the teens but climbing into the low to mid 

20's by mid week. A dry week with only a 

slight chance for an isolated rain shower near 

the end of the week.

Isolated rain showers for the first half the 

week with a chance for moderate or greater 

rain fall near mid week. Temperatures are 

expected to be near seasonal for much of 

the week with highs in the upper teens to 

lower 20's and overnight lows near 7°C.

Cooler than normal conditions with highs 

ranging from the single digits to the low 

teens. Leading into the weekend 

temperatures warm to near seasonal with 

highs in the mid to upper teens in Ontario, 

but remain cool across Manitoba. Only 

isolated rain showers for much of the period, 

there is a chance for heavy rainfall over 

Ontario during the weekend.

Moderate to heavy rains are possible early, 

the remainder of the week we expect only  

isolated showers. Temperatures remain cool 

over Manitoba, highs in the low teens and a 

chance for lows falling below zero. Highs 

over western Ontario are expected to be in 

the mid to upper teens. 

We continue to expect cooler temperatures 

over the region with highs in the low teens 

over Ontario. Manitoba may see a brief 

warming period from mid week on when 

temperatures could climb into the upper 

teens. Only isolated rain showers are 

expected over the region.

Isolated rain showers over Manitoba, Ontario 

should expect dry conditions until the 

weekend when moderate showers are 

possible. The cool trend continues over the 

area with highs in the low teens over Ontario 

and Manitoba should look for the mid teens. 

The final days bring a warm spell with highs 

in the low to mid 20's across the region.

Above normal temperatures for much of the 

period with highs in the upper teens to low 

20's, but the weekend will see an invasion of 

cooler air with highs in northern areas in the 

single digits and across the south near 10°C. 

The first half of the week dry conditions, but 

by mid week the look for rain showers and 

heavy rainfall, especially in northern locations.

Moderate to heavy precipitation is possible 

early in the week followed by isolated rain 

showers from mid week on. Temperatures 

below normal with highs in the low teens and a 

strong possibility of overnight lows falling 

below freezing, especially leading into the 

weekend.

Above normal temperatures with daily highs in 

the upper teens to lower 20's. Mid week 

cooler temperatures are expected to move 

over coastal locales lowering highs to the mid 

teens. Occasional rain showers inland with a 

chance for heavier rain near the end of this 

period, coastal locations may see heavy rains 

near mid week, otherwise only spotty showers 

are expected.

Occasional rain showers inland with a chance 

for heavier rains by the end of the week, only 

isolated showers near coastal areas. 

Seasonal to cool temperatures over the region 

with highs in the mid teens, overnight lows 

near 7° near the coast, but the low could fall to 

2°C inland.

Temperatures warm to normal or above inland 

with highs in the upper teens. Coastal 

locations will see seasonal temperatures with 

highs in the mid teens. Dry conditions near the 

coast and generally dry inland until the end of 

the week when a chance of rain returns.

Perhaps the coldest period of the month  with 

highs ranging from 10 to 14°C over most 

areas. Overnight lows near the coast are 

expected to fall to 5°C while inland lows could 

fall to near zero by mid week before they 

warm to 3°C. Mid week on chance for rain 

showers, coastal locations could see heavy 

rains near the end of this period.
